Because those who eat and drink our Lord’s body and blood unworthily do so to their great harm and because Holy
Communion is a confession of the faith which is confessed at this altar, any who are not yet instructed, in doubt, or who hold a
confession differing from that of this congregation and The Lutheran Church—Muissouri Synod, and yet desire to receive the
Sacrament, are kindly asked first to speak with the pastor. In addition to this being our practice, we do not want our visitors to
violate their own conscience or the public confession of faith that is made through their home Church membership. Those not
receiving communion are invited to come forward with arms crossed to receive a blessing from the pastor. We thank you for
respecting our practice.
